Needs of a “Congregation in Waiting”:
Surviving the Call Process
with Grace and Dignity

Dear Members of Grace,

What joy there is in sharing the gospel with
God’s beloved!!

[ want to tell you all again how delighted | am to be
able to serve you as Interim Pastor. Since beginning
last September, this ministry has been a great joy for
me, and you have continued to respond graciously
to my humble attempts at sharing the gospel
through word and deed. Thank you! Despite the
constraints of part-time ministry in a full-time
congregation, | see God’s hand in what Grace has
accomplished, and your faithfulness to mission is
evident.

| write this note to reassure you that | am happy to
remain here until God sends a full-time Minister of
Word and Sacrament to Grace Lutheran Church.

| also want to make you aware of the work being
done by the Bishop’s Office and by your Call
Committee. In the past 6 months since the
committee was given the first candidates’ names for
consideration, you haven’t heard much about what
has been happening. As you know, this is because
confidentiality is so important in the call process.
But there are some things you really should know,
so that you can relax and trust the Holy Spirit to
provide for Grace.

First, the Call Committee has been very diligent in
its work. As the Synod give the names of candidates,
they are interviewing each, and visiting
congregations to see how these pastors lead worship
and interact with people. Remember that the entire
committee cannot go at one time to a congregation
without it being apparent to that congregation that
their pastor is being reviewed. This means that two

members may be visiting a congregation one week, while
the other five are here at Grace. So don't be fooled into
thinking that they are not doing visits. In fact, | know that
there have been times when members have managed to
worship BOTH here AND at another congregation on a
single Sunday! They are doing all that they can —so don’t
give them a hard time on top of the hard work!

Second, remember they are not hiring an employee;
they are calling a pastor. They get at most three names at
a time, so they cannot (like a business) collect the 95
applicants for the position and then choose the best five
to interview this week — for better or worse, the call
process doesn’t work like that. If they aren’t quite sure
about one particular candidate, they may hold that
person’s name a bit longer, but eventually they must
decide yes or no, and either call the candidate or return
his/her name to Synod. Of course, the candidate, too,
may decide the match is not right, and withdraw his/her
name. Not only that, but the candidate may be called by
another congregation while we wrestle with the decision!

The Call Committee is very aware that this decision will
be extremely important for the future ministries of Grace
Lutheran, and they are trying very hard not to rush the
process just to bring an end to the uncertainty (it's a
temptation, believe me!)

The Synod has also been working hard. They compare
the pastors available for call with the openings in
congregations, and attempt to make the best match
possible. They look for what Crace has requested, and
they also discern possibilities we may not have
considered. They want a good match as much as we do.
In fact, Grace’s future pastor may not yet know that
he/she is about to be called elsewhere by the Spirit; the
Synod may see a great candidate who has not indicated
a desire to move, and ask that person to consider a call
here. That takes extra time, of course.

Whoever comes to pastor Grace Lutheran Church will
need to be ready, prepared by the Holy Spirit. If it takes
a while, so long as the right person is called, it will be
well worth the wait. Please continue to pray for the
committee, the candidates, the Synod, and the call
process itself. And, of course, pray for all of us: that we
are patient and faithful, trusting the God who made us
and redeemed us, and who provides for us every day.

The Call Committee

PASTORAIL would like to present an
CALL updated report to the

COMMITTEE &Onsresation and

Council, regarding our

progress. Although it has
been a year since Pastor Ray left Grace, we are
only 5 months into the Call Process. The work
of the Call Committee did not officially begin
until mid February. At that time, we met with
Pastor Ginny Aebischer from the Bishop’s
Office. During that meeting she reviewed the
Call Process with us and empowered us to start
our search by giving us our first group of
candidates. Since that time, the Call Committee
has interviewed, observed, or initiated contact
with 12 pastoral candidates.

Some congregational members have shared
with us their experiences while serving on
previous call committees. Currently, the call
process endorsed by the SC Bishop’s Office is
much more controlled and methodical than the
way it was conducted in the past. The Call
Committee is moving as quickly and efficiently
as this process allows. Please know that we
continue to search prayerfully and patiently for
a full time pastor for Grace. We trust that God
will reveal His plan for us in His time.

At Grace, our goal is that children will begin receiving
the sacrament of Holy Communion by the time they are
in the Fifth Grade. However, we recognize that many
children are ready to begin communing at a much earlier
age and should not be denied access to the sacrament
simply on the basis of their birthday. Neither should
children be expected to begin receiving Holy
Communion at a particular age if they are not ready.
The decision is one which should be shared between
the child, the parent (s) and the pastor.

A First Communion Class will be held at Grace on
Saturday, August 14, from 12:00-2:00 PM. Parents will
be asked to remain until 1:00 PM, and then return to
pick up their children at 2:00 PM.

Any parents wanting to consult with Pastor Anderson
about whether or not their child should be involved in
this training is welcome to call ahead of time. Please sign
up if you think it may be a possibility, and we will
remove your name later if you think that is best.
Remember that taking part in the training may help us
decide whether your child is ready for this step or not.

Please call the church office to register your child for the
class, or use Sunday’s Tear & Share. Please also note
that each child must be accompanied by their parent(s).
Older and younger siblings are welcome to participate as
well.

Children will receive their First Communion on Sunday,
August 21, at whichever worship service you usually
attend.
